Call to Order: 7:00 AM by Jeff
Minutes: Were read and approved.
Old, Old Business: Bob Borowitz visited the Board to announce that the change in starting times to 9 minutes seemed to be working well; the tournaments had been going off throughout the day on a much more timely fashion. However, the length of time that the rounds took is still troublesome. He asked the Board to self-monitor their respective groups and to set a good example for the rest of the field. Jeff had some issues with 4 man cards, noting that the prohibition wasn’t written down on the rules sheet last time. That will be corrected. 

We are now able to post the members’ scores on Golf Fusion, along with the Skin’s game results, as long as birdies are circled on the cards.

Elliott brought up the issue of the amount of time it took to post scores during the tournament. This has been an ongoing problem with the website and one which will hopefully be corrected when the newer version is launched. If not, the reason is one of three things: our computer is to slow, the building’s network is too slow or GF’s server s overwhelmed. Elliott will follow up from his standpoint with GF.
Old Business: The menu for the Shotgun Tournament was settled, with 1 no vote-either chicken or tri-tip sandwiches.
New Business: Jeff brought up the question of formatting and talking points for the general meeting during-or before-the tournament lunch. There was some discussion of this and it was decided to continue it when Vic, in his role of Publicity Chairman, could weigh in at next month’s meeting.
