From this point
forward, be sure and post all your rounds.
 
If you use the GHIN Handicap Index, it is time to renew your handicap
for 2010.  You can do this on the EWGA website under Handicap.  The
cost this year is $35.
 
With your GHIN handicap you receive a free membership in the Pacific
Northwest Golf Association.  This allows you to participate (where
eligible) to play in any of the 13 regional championships conducted by
the PNGA.  You also receive a free subscription to Pacific Northwest
Golfer magazine.  Additionally, donations will be made in your name to
Oregon Junior Golf Fund, Inc. and the Evans Caddie Scholarship Fund
as well as supporting the activities of the Oregon Golf Association.
 
Please note that this year the GHIN Handicap Index will not include a
free round at the OGA course nor a free USGA membership.
