| want to spend a little time talking about our Chapter's charitable
activities. I'm proud of the things we've accomplished and | think you
will be, too.

We receive many requests to support charities, either with a financial
contribution, by publicizing an event, or by supplying volunteers. It's
difficult to pick which ones we'll support, because there are many
worthwhile recipients out there.

In general, we have chosen local charities and to keep the money
close to home. Also, we try to make many of the charitable activities
optional. That allows our members to make their own decisions about
how much they want to participate. Finally, we do our best to be a
positive force in the community without constantly asking you to
contribute time or money.

In 2009, we backed two organizations associated with the fight against
breast cancer. Our Chapter helped Breast Friends (and member
Lynda Bader) by publicizing their first benefit golf tournament. I'm
happy to say that they sold out their field, partially due to the wonderful
support of our members. At the Skamania weekend event, we offered
an optional KP competition to support the Susan G. Komen Foundation
in Oregon and Southwest Washington. Thanks to your generosity, we
raised $520 for them.

We've chosen to support programs that give more kids the opportunity
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to learn and enjoy the game of golf. This year, we purchased a tee
sign for $325 at the US Women's Open, along with many other EWGA
Chapters, to support the LPGA-USGA Junior Girls Golf program.
Second, all of our league drop-in fees (approximately $250) will go to
local junior golf programs, along with a 25 cent fee for short putts that
the RedTail morning league collects from their participants. Third, we
worked with Leisure Hour to provide walking scorers for the 11 and 12
year-olds at the Western States Golf Association tournament here in
August, which was quite an experience for those who participated.

New this year is the Mr. Callaway Classic on September 5, a golf event
at the Reserve with pet tee signs and "Yappy Hour" activities to benefit
the Oregon Humane Society. The inspiration of Donna Severson and
Beth Erlendson, this one looks like an event not to miss.

See you on the golf course!

Whether it's your first time on the course or thousandth, take a minute to review these tips and...
get out there and start swinging!

Golf Etiquette - Safety First! - The first rule for golf and golf etiquette is safety!

Lightning Safety -Each year, as many as 300 people are killed by lightning. More people are
killed or injured by lightning than by tornadoes, floods, or hurricanes. Golf courses are open
areas with scattered trees which make them dangerous places to be in a thunderstorm.
Lightning is looking for the fastest route between cloud and ground, so be sure it doesn't find
youl!

*Seek shelter at the first sign of a thunderstorm.

*If possible, get off the course or go to a designated lightning shelter.

*Do not stand under a lone tree. This is where most people are injured or killed.
*Stay away from water.

*Stay away from your golf clubs.

*If your shoes have metal spikes, take them off.

*Move away from your golf cart.

*If you're stranded, get low by finding a ditch, ravine, or valley.

Golf Cart Safety - Golf carts can be fun! They get you where you need to go, and it is easy to
forget that these tiny vehicles should be operated with the same care that you would operate
your vehicle with. Be sure to follow these guidelines and stay safe on the course.

*NEVER drink alcohol while operating the golf cart.

*Only licensed operators should drive the cart.

*Pedestrians always have the right of way.

*Follow capacity rules (2 people per cart).

*Follow cart signs closely.

*Keep all equipment, as well as hands and feet, inside the cart at all times.
*Always remain seated and hold onto the safety handles.

*Drive straight up and down slopes, avoid driving sideways as the cart could tip.
*Always maintain a safe distance between carts while on the path.

*When stopped, turn off the cart and remove the key from the ignition.
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
