Tips for Using the New EWGA GN21 Handicap System 
 
Logging In 
 
To access the new GN21 handicap system: 

1. Go to the EWGA website, www.ewga.com.  
2. Click the Member Login button at the top of the page.  

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

3. Enter your email address and EWGA password, and click Go.

4. Click the Handicap link on the left navigation menu.  
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The My Golf Life page is displayed. 
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Designating Your Home Course  

The EWGA Boston Chapter’s home course is Brookmeadow and this is set as 
the default “home course” for the entire Chapter. To change your personal 
home course to facilitate your score entry:   

1. From the “My Golf Life” page or the “My Profile” page, click the 
Account tab on the My Golf Life menu. 

 

2. Scroll down to the Edit Courses and Default Tee section, and click 
search course directory. 

 

 

 

 

3. Type the Course Name and/or select the State/Province you want, 
and click Submit. Example:

5. From the Default Tee list, select the tees from which you play, and 
click Save Changes. 

 

 

 

 

 

Creating a Course List    

1. From the “My Golf Life” page or the “My Profile” page, click the Lists 
tab on the My Golf Life menu.   
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2. Make sure My Courses is selected (on the right side) and your course 
list is displayed. Click Add (on the left side) to add a course. 

3. Type the Course Name and/or select the State/Province you want, 
and click Submit.

4. Click add for the course you wish to add to your list. Repeat Steps 2-4 
until your list is complete. 
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Entering Scores 

Entering scores is the same as in the old GLMS system: 

1. From the “My Golf Life” page or the “My Profile” page, click either

Note: The following steps are for posting a single score for a 
round, not a holes-by-hole score. To post a hole-by-hole 
score, just follow the directions on the site. 
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2. Check to make sure the slope and rating match your scorecard. A link 
is provided to report incorrect or missing course data only on the

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Modifying or Deleting Scores
