Q. Two players on the 8th hole play their approach shots 
to the 8th green. They agree to tee off at the 9th hole and 
then putt out on the 8th green. This is to avoid having to 
walk back up a hill to the 9th tee and to save time. What is 
the ruling?  
A. In match play, the players are disqualified under Rule 
1-3 for excluding the operation of Rule 2-3 by failing to 
play the stipulated round.  
In stroke play, the competitors are disqualified under Rule

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Turf Talk  

 It has been very hot and dry for most of the summer months.  
With August here we are heading into what typically is the hottest 
month of the year with very little rainfall.   The golf course is in 
great condition even with the added stress, but without an occa-
sional rainy day we will probably expect to see the results of our 
“wonderful” salty lake water.  We are constantly battling this accu-
mulation of sodium in our soils that repeatedly causes the turf to 
look unhealthy. 
 With fall just around the corner we will be core aerifying the 
greens on August 17th and 18th for the last time of the season.  
Not only will this improve the health of the turf for the rest of the 
growing season, it will also promote a stronger root system that 
will help sustain the plant as winter draws near. 
 We are also going to approach our pre-emerge program from a 
different angle this year due to the vast number of weeds we had 
late this last winter.  We will be applying our pre-emerge herbicide 
at the end of August this year in an attempt to catch the poa annua 
before it germinates.  We will follow later in the winter with a 
post-emerge herbicide application if needed to control any break 
thru we may have on the pre-emerge.  I would encourage you to 
due the same if you have had the same issues in your home lawn. 
As always feel free to contact me with any questions or concerns 
you may have about the golf course or even your home lawn.
