Turf Talk

Summer time is here and mother nature has begmaole
generous than in years past. As the dead of surstaxds to draw
nearer the results of irrigating with the salty evadf Lake
Granbury will soon start to be evident if we do nohtinue to see
an occasional rainy spell throughout the summére Best way to
reduce salt build up is to water for longer perioflime, but less
frequently. This helps to push the salts throdmghdoil profile
beyond the root zone of the grass. Occasionalihemolf course
you will see us watering the greens for an extrgrweig time.
Many times it is up to three hours. What we aysg to do is
flush the salt build-up through the sand basedrgreeofile. The
root system on a golf green is not nearly as deepwould be on
a fairway or a tee box, therefore it is much marsceptible to the
detrimental effects of the salt and other bad ents as they build
over time. It is not possible to truly flush aimatsoil because
water will not percolate through the profile fasbegh to remove
the salts. For most home lawns in this area, gypisithe most
beneficial product that you can apply to your hdaven. It will
help reduce compaction and calcium, and the gypsilirhelp
displace the sodium molecules in the soil as welhahe plant.
