The Golf Course
The Golf Club at Wescott Plantation, North Charleston's premier golf facility was developed keeping the richest traditions of Lowcountry golf. The 27-hole course was designed by Dr. Michael Hurdzan with an attempt to capture the old traditional flavor of low flowing earthworks, classic bunkering, and each hole separated and framed by the vegetation.

The routing of the golf course, combined with the abundant trees provides a sense of isolation in that you rarely ever see another golf hole other than the one you are playing. Golfers can choose from at least five tees on each hole, depending on their ability, so that they can truly enjoy their golf at Wescott Plantation.

Tournaments & Outings

Thank you for your interest in The Golf Club at Wescott Plantation and considering us for your upcoming event.  The Golf Club at Wescott Plantation is owned by the City of North Charleston, SC and operated by Classic Golf Management, Inc. a leader in golf course management.  Our goal is to enhance the quality of life through sharing our love for and commitment to the game of golf with our customers.  Our unique approach to golf outings and attention to detail creates an atmosphere that is friendly, service oriented, and professional.  We understand that your guests are a vital part of your business success, and we are dedicated to ensure that we provide them an exceptional outing experience.


Golf outings are defined as groups of 28 players or more.  Golf outings of 120 players or more may be eligible for a “full shotgun”.  Full shotguns are eligible to schedule anytime during the week at the discretion of the Head Golf Professional and Golf Course Superintendent.  At Wescott, tournaments have the ability to rent the entire course which provides the ability to host 216 players, something that many other facilities can not offer.  Wescott also offers “modified shotguns” for groups of 60-120 players.  Consideration for special event requests will be made at the discretion of the Head Golf Professional and /or the Event Coordinator.

Deposit:  An initial non-refundable deposit of $500.00 will be due at the time of the individual contract date; this amount will be applied to the cost of the event.

Rules and Regulations:  The following rules and regulations have been established for tournaments and special events.

1. Golf carts are required for all golfers.

2. No more than four players per group.

3. Event representative will be responsible for any damage to golf cart or golf course property.

4. No alcoholic beverages may be brought onto the property.

5. Personal coolers are prohibited.

6. All beverage carts must be staffed with a Wescott Golf Club employee.

7. Dress Code: All players must wear proper golf attire. No denim, tank tops, jogging suits, or cut-offs are permitted.

8. Conduct: Event representative shall have golfers in the event coordinate with the Golf Course staff in regards to pace of play, conduct while on the course, and any related activity.

- The Golf Club reserves the right to remove any participant from   the course who does not comply with the directives of the staff.

-  Event representatives will be responsible for any damage caused by their participants.

Final count / Guarantee Policy:  A final count of participants must be submitted to the club’s Head Golf Professional at least 7 days in advance of the event.  This guarantee may not be reduced after this time.  The guarantee final count will be used as a minimum for billing.

Payment Terms:  Payment in full is expected on the day of the event.  If payment is not made on the day of the event, an additional 10% charge will be assessed to the final bill.

Cancellation Policy:  A tournament can only cancel their event due to inclement weather.  The tournament representative will let the Head Golf Professional know of their cancellation no less than 72 hours in advance.

Rain Date Policy:  A rain date may be determined with the Head Golf Professional no less than 72 hours in advance.  The Tournament Representative and the Head Golf Professional will work together to determine a date that is suitable for both parties.

Option 7:  Tournament uses outside catering.  Wescott Bar and Grill Charges $3.00 corkage fee per player for the use of outside food services.  Caterer or event coordinator must set, serve, and clean-up after the event.  Failure to comply will result in a $250.00 surcharge to the event.  Use of an outside caterer does not permit the use of the clubhouse.  The private use of the clubhouse can be rented for $250.00 per hour.

(All beverages donated by a sponsor.  The tournament will be charged a corkage fee of $3.00 per player for this option.  In accordance with the State of South Carolina Alcohol Beverage Control Act, ALL LEFTOVER BEVERAGES MUST REMAIN ON THE PROPERTY AFTER THE EVENT.


All alcoholic beverages served on property must be done so by a member of the Wescott Bar and Grill staff.

Beverage Cart Operator Policy:  All beverage carts will be operated by Wescott employees.  This service will include complete compliance with the State of South Carolina Alcoholic Beverage Control Act and all liability associated with beverage carts.

There is a $75.00 beverage cart fee for each cart in use.
