“The Bump and Run”

| have seen many golfers that miss the green
by just a few feet automatically grab a wedge. Players
have the misconception that you should only use a
wedge around the green. This is false. This is because
they overlook one of the most important and easiest
shots in golf, the bump and run.

The “bump and run” is a specialized golf shot,
developed to get the ball off the fringe of the green and
run it to the hole. It gives the player more control than
lofting the ball with a wedge and trying to get it to stop
close to the flag. Use a 7, 8 or 9 iron for this shot. The
fact of the matter is, the quicker we can get the ball on
the ground and rolling the better. Here's how to hit the
bump and run.

1. Use the bump and run when you are on the fringe
and you have a lot of green to work with. The further
away the pin is the longer the club you would use.

2. When addressing the ball you are going to narrow
your stance about 6 inches apart with about a 45 de-
gree angle to your target. (Open stance) Make sure
the ball is being played in the front of your stance just
off your left toe.

3. Forward press your club so that your left wrist is
straight and have 60% of your weight on your left foot.
4. Think of the stroke as if it was a putt. Do not break
your wrists or shift your weight. Keep your arms
straight and simply rock your shoulders back and forth
like you would a putt.

5. Allow the ball to bump over the fringe and run the
rest of the way towards the hole.

This should take a few strokes off your game! Keep it
simple and get that ball rolling
